OHSU Summer Stipend

 in the Humanities and/or Social Sciences

This is to announce the availability of two $1250 summer research stipends to allow any medical student to work part-time conducting research projects in the humanities or social sciences.  

To apply, please send me a one-page proposal outlining what you hope to accomplish over the summer.  The official guidelines are quite loose, and all types of proposals will be considered.  Topics can come from the history of medicine (famous physicians, institutional and social trends in medicine and public health, etc.), literature in medicine (famous authors and their works which relate to any aspect of health care), the sociology, anthropology, or philosophy of medicine, current controversies in medicine and public health or in medical ethics, etc.  Be original, and pick something you feel passionately about and would like to explore further.  You need not do original research; a thorough written review of a topic (of at least ten pages, potentially suitable for journal publication), or the development of a slide presentation and talk or educational module would be equally acceptable.  You must identify a mentor with whom you can meet at least every other week and who will assist you in completing your project by the end of the summer or early fall.  

Each year, I receive some inquiries from students who will be out of the country doing service work, learning a new language, etc.  You MAY still apply for this stipend, as long as your proposal involves a project clearly separate from the work you will already be doing.  For example, let's say you are going to be working in a clinic in an African country.  The stipend cannot pay you for the work you will do there (or your travel), BUT if you do a study examining, say,  knowledge, attitudes and practices among pregnant women attending the clinic concerning HIV transmission, then that is fine (in fact, one of the previous winners did just this, and had a long-distance mentor).
